operates, to the ingredients they
are using; brands must continue to
enforce the shift towards a greener
planetand hold accountability

for both themselves and the
consumers thattheir products

are marketed towards. In adigital
world, apps such as ‘Too Good

To Go’that connect customers to
restaurants and shops that have
surplus or unsold food provide
ease for brands to waste less

and consumers to benefit from
economical solutions at the touch
of a button.

With doodle style branding, and
illustrations featuring characters,
brands appear to be pushing a
personable attitude that exudes
‘friend’, ‘neighbour’, ‘community’
instead of a more corporate style
that we’ve seen again and again.
